Federally Mandated Changes in 
Collecting and Reporting Race/Ethnicity Data

Collection: Two Question Format

1. Are you Hispanic/Latino?    Yes / No

- Hispanic or Latino means a person of Cuban, Mexican, Puerto Rican, South or Central American, or other Spanish culture or origin, regardless of race. The term, ''Spanish origin,'' can be used in addition to ''Hispanic or Latino.''

2. Regardless of how you responded to the previous question, please indicate your race by selecting one or more options from the categories below:
· American Indian or Alaska Native

· Asian

· Native Hawaiian or Other Pacific Islander

· Black or African American

· White

American Indian or Alaska Native: A person having origins in any of the original peoples of North and South America (including Central America), and who maintains a tribal affiliation or community attachment.
Asian: A person having origins in any of the original peoples of the Far East, Southeast Asia, or the Indian subcontinent including, for example, Cambodia, China, India, Japan, Korea, Malaysia, Pakistan, the Philippine Islands, Thailand, and Vietnam.
Black or African American: A person having origins in any of the black racial groups of Africa.
Native Hawaiian or Other Pacific Islander: A person having origins in any of the original peoples of Hawaii, Guam, Samoa, or other Pacific Islands.
White: A person having origins in any of the original peoples of Europe, the Middle East, or North Africa.

Including the definitions is not a federal requirement but is recommended by CUNY/OIRA as a way to improve self-reporting by students.
